Phase II Results

All industries and opportunities identified through the Phase II process were then evaluated through an Opportunity
Assessment. Each industry was evaluated based on its Diversification Opportunity, Capital Investment and Job Creation
Impact, Timeline, Overall US Activity in the Industry, and Kemmerer's Location Competitiveness. All industries were then
given a Priority Ranking on a scale of 1-5, with 1 being highest priority and 5 being lowest. Industries with a Priority
Ranking of 1, 2, or 3 were maintained through to the Phase IIl assessment.

2022 —Drilling of soil completed 50 workers; Kemmerer is an ideal site.

2023—Sodium testing facility constructed

2024—Construction on nuclear/energy islands begins
—500 construction workers

2026—Peak construction workers
—2000 workers
2028 —Natrium Plant completed
—150 to 250 permanent workers
